Record prices achieved In Charters Towers with Steers selling to 300.2 cents/kg. 
Charters Towers Combined Agents yarded a total of 632 Cattle consisting of 299 Prime Cattle and 333 Store 
Cattle.  The Prime Cattle consisted of 30 Bullocks, 22 Heifers, 182 Cows and 65 Bulls.  Store Cattle consisted 
of 148 Steers, 181 Heifers and 4 Cows & Calves. 
Prime Cattle comprised of half the yarding with the majority of Prime Cattle being Cows & Bulls with only a handful of 
Bullocks yarded. The yarding was drawn from Georgetown, Croydon, Hughenden, Richmond, Rita Island, Gumlu, 
Trebonne, Ingham, Alligator Creek, Local and Coastal areas. Bullocks were quoted 8-14¢ dearer Heifers were 12-25¢ 
dearer and Cows were 25-30¢ dearer & Bulls were 6-10¢ dearer on last sale.

 Bulls sold on A/c Brett & Jenny Epple, “Alstonvale”,  Hughenden, topped at 239.2¢/kg weighed 570kg to 
return $1363 per head.

The 333 Store cattle met with very strong competition with Steers selling to 300.2¢/kg, Heifers selling to 286.2¢/kg  
and Cows & Calves selling to $1060. Buyers attended from Local & Coastal areas with good competition from 
Augathella, Rockhampton, Capella & Richmond Buyers.
